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Military Operations Other than War: OCONUS

Purpose
This class will provide you an overview of the concept, Military Operations Other than War, (MOOTW-pronounced, MOOT-WAH). MOOTW occurs inside and outside the United States. This class, however, will focus on OCONUS issues. To stress the importance of this operation, be aware that it is estimated that at least one out of every three students in this class will be involved in either domestic or foreign MOOTW during your next tour of duty.

B. Enabling Learning Objectives

1. Identify the conditions and problems that can cause unrest or catastrophes requiring US Army deployment IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


2. Identify the components of the U.S. Security Strategy IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


3. Identify the principles that guide our actions during Military Operations Other than War and identify the differences in intelligence preparation of the battlefield for MOOTW and conventional war IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


4. Identify pre-deploymment activities in terms of intelligence preparation, defining and describing the battlefield, characteristics of command and control IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


5. Identify the lessons, or principles, for applying Rules of Engagement (ROE) in MOOTW IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


6. Define mission creep IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.


7. Identify ten OCONUS activities which make up the backbone of MOOTW operations IAW FM 100-5 and this lesson.
