                          Purpose

The primary mission of the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) is the total support of our forces in the field, from the front line combat soldier in his foxhole to the most rearward combat service support soldier. It is vital that casualties are managed so that the living are cared for and returned to duty or evacuated for additional care and that procedures for the dead are followed in an efficient, reverent, and respectful way. Proper casualty category identification and reporting are important aspects of casualty processing.
