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Military Unit Symbols

Purpose

Unit symbols are icon-based graphic aids fundamental for the accurate identification of items of operational interest. These symbols are usually used on documents such as situation maps, overlays, overprints, annotated aerial photographs, or graphic displays transmitted by automated means.

This lesson introduces the standard system for developing military unit symbols. During the resident course you will use this knowledge of military symbols to prepare a map overlay depicting military units and their six-digit grid coordinate location.

Once you are familiar with the techniques and basic construction of military symbols you will be able to develop any desired symbol by following a clear, logical, and concise sequence.
