On 12 August 1949, in Geneva, Switzerland, representatives of 61 nations, including the United States, completed work on four international agreements called conventions.  These conventions were designed to provide more humane treatment for Enemy Prisoners of War and Civilian Internees.  During combat the majority of captures will occur at the forward brigade and division levels.
